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ST EUPHEMIA COLLEGE

1. Policy Statement

St Euphemia College is a comprehensive coeducational independent School underpinned by the polices and procedures as required by the NSW Educational Standards Authority (NESA). The School was established in 1989 by the Greek Orthodox Parish and Community of Bankstown and Districts and provides education to approximately 700 students K-12. 

All students at St Euphemia College study Modern Greek (K-10). This is a compulsory School requirement and must be undertaken satisfactorily. All students seeking enrolment at St Euphemia College and their parents or caregivers are expected to support the religious, academic, cultural aims and goals of the College. Students are expected to act consistently with the School’s ethos and comply with the School rules and expectations. 
All applications for enrolment at St Euphemia College will be processed according to:
· the chronological order of the enrolment application 
· whether they are siblings of children already attending the college

· whether the family of the student holds attitudes, values and priorities that are compatible with the School’s ethos

· whether there is a commitment to take part in school activities and events 

· the particular needs and abilities of the student and the contribution the student may make to the School Community and its cocurricular activities.

2. Applicability
This Policy applies to families seeking potential enrolment for their children at St Euphemia College.
3. Context/Rationale

Applications of enrolment may be made by the parents or caregivers of the child to commence in the current or following year. Entry to Kindergarten is open to children who are aged five years on or before 31 July and who have their immunisation up to date. 
4. Monitoring, Evaluation and Reporting Requirements

The Principal/Deputy Principals are required to monitor the School’s compliance with this Policy and Procedures.

If the Principal believes that a mutually beneficial relationship of trust and cooperation between a parent or caregiver and the School has broken down to the extent that it adversely impacts on that relationship, then the Principal may require the parent or caregiver to remove the child from the School.
The School will only exercise its powers under these conditions to exclude a student permanently if it has provided the student and the parents or caregivers of the student with details of the conduct which may result in a decision to exclude the student and provided them with a reasonable opportunity to respond.
No remission of fees will apply in relation to any of the above cases.

5. Policy Review

This Policy and its accompanying Procedures will be reviewed and updated as necessary.
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
